5. Any student(s) charged with violating the institutional policy on drugs and alcohol which is stated in our Code of Cdhbect, w
subjected to the institutionés Discipl i oagultydchargePwilbe e s s
disciplined in accordance with the disciplinary measures outlined for an infraction of the Student Code of Conduct.
