When should I submit my application for admission for the Spring 2009 Semester or a Spring 2009 
Mini-Mester? 
 

Applicants are encouraged to apply for the Spring Semesters and submit all required documents by  
November 15, 2008.  Visit the AMC website, www.atlm.edu, to complete an on-line application or to 
download an application.  You may request an application packet by contacting the Office of Admissions.  
 

How do I apply for a Mini-Mester ? 
 

 Visit the AMC website, download the brief Mini-Mester Application Supplement, and submit it to 
 the Office of Admission along with your application for admission.  
 

When is registration for the Spring 2009 Semester? 
 

 Registration for the Spring 2009 Semester will be held on Monday, January 5 and Tuesday,    
 January 6, 2009. Also, accepted applicants may register for the 2nd Mini-Mester during the period,  
 February 9-21, 2009.   
 

When do the classes begin and end for the Spring 2009 Semester? 
 

 2009 Spring Full Semester     (15 Weeks) – January 7 through April 30, 2009 
 2009 Spring Mini-Mester I     (8 Weeks) – January 7 through  February 26, 2009 
 2009 Spring Mini-Mester II    (8 Weeks) – February 9 through April 30, 2009 

 

What is the difference between courses taught during the regular 15 Week Semester and Mini-
Mester courses? 
 Mini-mester courses are regular college courses that are taught at an accelerated pace. Success in 
 Mini-Mester courses depends on diligence in studying, attending all classes, and meeting all course 
 requirements.
