DUAL ENROLLMENT  
Admissions Requirements 

 
1. Students must meet the eligibility requirements stated on the GAFutures website. 

2. A minimum ACT composite test score of 20, with at least a test score of 17 English and 17 

Math; OR A minimum SAT score of a 24 on the Reading test and a minimum score of 22 (or 

440) on the Math test (The sum of those two scores must meet or exceed the old SAT 970 

minimum  

3. A minimum high school academic GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale in core high school courses.  

4. Students must be on track to complete high school graduation requirements. 

 

Admissions Process 

Step 1 - Complete the application for admission at www.gafutures.org or www.atlm.edu, or in 

person at Atlanta Metropolitan State College 

Step 2 - Submit (1) official copy of the high school transcript showing GPA and credits to date 

to AMSC’s Office of Admissions.  

(2) Official SAT or ACT test scores 

(3) Updated Immunization form 

(4) Verification of Lawful Presence (Copy of Driver’s License, State Issued ID Card or 

Official Birth Certificate) 

(5) "Dual Enrollment Student Participation Agreement" form signed by the high school 

counselor, parent/guardian, and student. *A new DE Participation Agreement and DE Program 

application form must be submitted each semester.** 

(6) Completion of Dual Enrollment Funding Application on GAFutures.org.
