Handicap Parking 

Handicap parking spaces are located 

by the building entrance of each park-

ing lot on campus, except for the 

Gold lot and Yellow lot. A valid 

handicap parking permit or license 

plate issued by the Department of 

Drivers Services must be displayed. If 

you are a disabled student, faculty or 

staff, a handicap parking permit or 

license plate, and an AMSC issued 

parking permit must be displayed on 

your vehicle.

 Faculty/Staff Parking 
 
 

Faculty and staff parking spaces are 

marked Reserved on the ground with an 

upright metal sign that reads, Restrict-

ed F/S. Faculty/Staff parking spaces are 

located in all parking lots on campus. 

Faculty/Staff should not park in the fol-

lowing parking spaces: 

•  Loading docks 

•  Visitor’s parking spaces 

•  Parking spaces restricted by a sign or 

locations prohibited by state law. 

 

Vehicles parked in an unauthor-

ized location, or parked improper-

ly, occupying more than one park-

ing space,  will receive a parking 

citation.

Vehicle Registration &  

Parking Permit

tered. A valid parking permit must also be 

displayed in a visible location on the vehi-

cle.
